The Bilingual Education and EMI Center will hold a 2 hour event on Wednesday, September 21st, 13:30-
15:30, in room 60405 at IC 4F: The Graduate Student Seminar Support Workshop.

In keeping with the Ministry of Education’s goal to increase use of English as the Medium of Instruction,
in order to improve students’ ability to use English, professors of graduate seminar courses may choose
to conduct these courses in English. This has many advantages for students and professors, such as:
students who are reading papers in English don’t need to translate to Chinese for their seminars,
students learn and practice English and presentation skills (for jobs, international conferences, etc.),
professors don’t need to prepare for several hours of EMI teaching...

However, presenting seminars in English may be challenging for some students, and so we would like to
support them with a short workshop to get them started. This event will be open to all graduate
students, and the EMI office will arrange for a large room. Undergraduate students may also attend, on
a first-come first-served basis, depending on available space at the time of the event.

There will be about 1 hour of content and 1 hour of practice. Practice without much preparations time
will include something simple, such as self-introductions or presentation of a photo that the participants
have (possibly in small groups, depending on attendance). Content will include things such as:

e How to do question and answer

e Confident introductions (e.g. name, qualifications/credentials, getting attention)

e Structure of a seminar (e.g. start easy, move to difficult things)

e Not reading a paper to an audience, but transmitting concepts and results to people
o Useful language for presenting in English

e Designing visuals, fundamentals of public speaking

If you are teaching an EMI graduate seminar course in the second semester, please let us know and we
will run the workshop a second time.
